The Gharda Institute of Technology is undergoing lot of changes in Teaching-Learning
process and accordingly new academic year 2019-20 will see lot of changes in academic
time-table.

It is found that college working hours between 09.00 am to 05.00 pm are primarily used
for lectures, practical and tutorials to complete Mumbai University syllabus. As such,
student is not left with enough time for self-learning and hands on practical experience of
working in laboratories and completing mini/final year project. Students also do not get
much time for attending hands on training, workshops and on-line courses.

In view of above, the college timing between 09.00 am to 05.00 pm will be strictly used
for lectures, tutorials and practical to complete University syllabus. All skill oriented or
employability oriented hands on trainings will be conducted strictly before 09.00 am and
after 05.00 pm. Considering this, student is expected to spend time on campus for extra
long durations. Considering the location of college and transportation difficulties, it is
advisable that students seek admission in the college hostel, so that they can attend
trainings scheduled prior to 09.00 am and-after 05.00 pm.

First year students have to get acclimatized to engineering environment and have to study
hard for extra hours in order to pass examination without any failures in any of the
subjects. These students have to learn difficult subjects like Physics, Applied
Mechanics, Engineering Drawing; where drawing practice beyond college hours is
required and Computer Programming where computer laboratories have to be used
beyond college working hours. The college administration and the teaching faculty
strongly recommend that first year students must stay in college hostel to take the benefit
of library, unlimited internet facility and laboratories. Employability of a student is
primarily dependent on practical skill oriented trainings and proficiency in specialized
field. Students usually are capable of undergoing such advanceed training in third or
fourth year. Again such trainings are possible only in a peaceful environment after
college working hours. It is therefore, that the students of final year should devote mofre
time undergoing such trainings and attending interviews/placement activities beyond
college working hours, where hustle-bustle of working time will not disturb them. All
this is possible, if final year students also stay in college hostel and take benefit of such
trainings, placement activities and internet facilities.

College administration has also, therefore, taken a decision of slashing hostel fees for the
benefit of students. College administration and teaching faculty appeal to the students to
take benefit of hostel facility at the new concessional rates offered by the college.
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
